$1,000 NIHJA Style Hunter Derby

For over 30 years, the NIHJA circuit has offered a slightly modified version of typical USEF/
USHJA recognized shows providing affordable entertainment as well as experience for riders with
aspirations to compete at recognized shows. To that end, Market Hill Farm is hosting a Hunter
Derby emulating the very popular USHJA International Hunter Derby to give riders a chance to
practice for recognized Derbies or to just have fun at a fraction of the cost!

The Hunter Derby will be modified for NIHJA in the following manner:
Fence Height 28690

$1,000 Prize Money will be distributed as follows: $300 for 1st, $220 for 2nd, $150 for 3rd,
$100 for 4th, $60 for 5th, $50 for 6th, $40 for 7th, $30 for 8th, $30 for 9th, $20 for 10th.

Each round will have a minimum of 2 judges.
In the interest of time, a jog for soundness will not be required
Attire: Formal

Every horse entered in the Hunter Derby will automatically be charged a $20 schooling fee for the
opportunity to jump the natural obstacles in the Derby Ring from noon until 2 pm on Saturday.
Riders must wear their numbers while schooling. The Derby is open to all riders and there is no
limit to the number of horses a rider can ride in the Derby.

Round One : Hunter Classic Course
10 jumps minimum, at least one in and out, at least one bending line, at least one line with
an unrelated distance, one long approach.

Jumps: Obstacles must simulate those reminiscent of the hunt field and the course must
offer a variety of Derby jumps with different appearances such as: natural post and rail,
stone wall, white board fence or gate, coop, aiken, hedge, oxer, brush, logs, or natural foli-
age.

Judged on hunter style, quality, movement and brilliance. A maximum of 10 bonus points
may be awarded by each panel of judges to each horse/rider combination for jumping style,
quality and movement.

Round Two : Handy Hunter Course (The top 12 entries will return for Round 2)
A minimum of 8 obstacles must be offered in the Handy Hunter Round

I The course should simulate riding over hunt country and must include at least 3 handy op-
tions, such as: tight turn options, different track options, clever options for jump approaches,
pen type obstacles, hand gallop a jump, trot a lowered obstacle, walk over an obstacle not
to exceed 180 in height, |l ead over an obstac

I Judged on style, brilliance and handiness. A maximum of 10 bonus points may be awarded
by each panel of judges to each horse/rider combination for handiness of round and bril-
liance of pace.
